Uma hierarquia de prioridades de conservagdo das ecorregides do Brasil foi estabelecida
pelo Instituto LIFE em parceria com o Laboratério de Biogeografia da Conservacado da
Universidade Federal de Goias.

LIFE Institute, in partnership with the Conservation Biogeography Laboratory at Universidade Federal de Goids,

established a hierarchy of conservation priorities of ecoregions in Brazil.

Para a definicdo da prioridade de conservacao das ecorregides marinhas no Brasil, o
Instituto LIFE utilizou a classificacdo proposta pelo Marine Ecoregion of the World -
MEOW (Spalding et al.,2007) e avaliou cada ecorregido ponderando duas informagdes:
- A classificagdo do grau de importancia definido pelo Panorama de Conservac¢ao dos
Ecossistemas Costeiros e Marinhos no Brasil (MMA 2010); e

- A extensdo de cada uma delas.

For the definition of conservation priority of marine ecoregions in Brazil, LIFE Institute used the classification
proposed by Marine Ecoregion of the World - MEOW (Spalding et al.,2007) and evaluated each ecoregion
considering the following information:

- The classification of the degree of importance as defined by the Conservation Panorama of Coastal and Marine
Ecosystems in Brazil (Ministry of the Environment, 2010); and

- The length of each one of them.

Hierarquia de Prioridades
Priority Hierarchy
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A definicao de prioridades de conservagdo das Ecorregides Terrestres no Brasil para a

Certificacdo LIFE tem como referéncia a cobertura vegetal remanescente. Esta
informacao foi obtida a partir da sobreposi¢ao da delimitagdo geografica das
ecorregidoes (WWF - Wildfinder) com os mapas de cobertura vegetal remanescente no

Brasil (MMA 2005).

The definition of conservation priorities of Terrestrial Ecoregions in Brazil for LIFE Certification has as reference the
remaining vegetation cover. This information was obtained by the juxtaposition of the geographic boundaries of
the ecoregions (WWF — Wildfinder) with the maps of remaining vegetation cover in Brazil (Ministry of the

Environment, 2005).
